On September 21st Margaret Ames, a Coles parent and past chairperson of the DLT, spoke 
at the Garden State Coalition of Schools press conference on school funding. She and 
three other parents from NJ called on legislators to find a new funding formula - a formula 
that would not be ignored and leave districts like ours with no increase in state education 
funding for three of the last four years. The speakers also called for support of Senate Bill 
#2329 that would revise the school district budget cap adjustment for expenses like special
education, insurance and utility costs. It would also raise the surplus limit to 3%.

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The aim of the district 
supervisors was to ensure 
that NJ Core Content 
Standards are being met.
