WHEREAS, the Scotch Plains-Fanwood Board of Education recognizes the
harmful impact of harassment and bullying on children and is committed to
providing all of its students with a safe and secure learning environment free
from intimidation; and

WHEREAS, the Scotch Plains-Fanwood Board of Education supports the
intent of the Anti-Bullying Bill of Rights to protect our children, as well as the
goal of previous law to enhance training and instruction to prevent harassment,
intimidation and bullying.
